SCOPE OF WORK

1) Arranging for a suitable warehousing (of approx. 250 sg.m) , with
cemented hard surface, covered and well protected space for receiving
and storage of Pig Iron, for short period. The place shall be free from dust,
mud and other contaminations.

2) Weighment of loaded Trucks arriving from NINL plant with Pig Iron of
NINL/MMTC.

3) Unloading of cargo from truck in the MMTC designated warehouse.

4) Availability of labour and adequate Machinery for unloading, loading and
container stuffing.

5) Movement of empty containers from designated shipping line to MMTC
designated warehouse at Haldia/Kolkata. [ Note : For Haldia stuffing, the
empties have to be procured from Haldia Container yard and the stuffed
containers have to be transported to Haldia Port for Customs Clearance.
Similarly for For Kolkata stuffing, the empties have to be procured from
Kolkata Container yard and stuffed containers have to be returned to
Kolkata Port .]

6) Stuffing of MMTC’s Pig Iron transported from NINL plant into the
containers and sealing thereafter.

7) Weighment of Tare Weight and Gross Weight of each container and also
determine the Net Weight of Cargo Stuffed.

8) Movement of MMTC sealed loaded containers from warehouse to the Port
for Customs Clearance. On completion of Customs Clearance, the
Containers is to be sent for loading onto the designated vessel.
